(International Baccalaureate) Certificate, and a certificate of Language Proficiency Test.

4.2 Interview score based on the following criteria:

4.2.1 Personality 10 points
4,2.2 Attitude towards the program 20 points
4.2.3 Communication skills 20 points
4.2.4 Summarizing skills 10 points



4.2.5 General knowledge on current events:

- Social, arts, culture, and sports 20 points
- Economy and politics 20 points
Total 100 points
